Litibú Bay Club is also in the heart of one of 
Mexico’s three main whale-breeding regions, 
so you’re perfectly positioned to witness the 
majesty of the great humpback whale right 
offshore from mid-December to the end  
of March. 

An enjoyable 15-minute boat ride from El 
Anclote brings you to Islas Marietas National 
Park, designated a UNESCO site for its 
exceptional diversity of marine life—making it a 
must-visit for snorkelers and scuba divers.  
The islands are also home to the famous  
Playa del Amor (Beach of Love), a secluded 
crater open to the sky.
